The four field Divisions are directed by Division Chiefs.  The state is divided into three geographical units (Northern, Central, and Southern), and the Off-Highway Motor Vehicle Recreation Division (OHMVR)   The Northern and Central Divisions are headquartered in the Resources Building, State of California, in Sacramento at 1416 9th St.  The Southern Division headquarters is located in Santa Barbara at 1933 Cliff Drive.  The OHMVR Division is headquartered at 1725 23rd Street in Sacramento.  Districts are a subdivision of the Divisions and Divisions are further broken into Sectors.  Sectors contain groups of small to medium parks or one large park.  OHMVR Districts do not contain sectors.  These listings use the following format:
